A summer missionary must: 

Be 15 years of age or older to work as a Lead Teacher  Summer Missionary; 13-14 to be 
Assistants to the Lead Teacher (formerly called SMA); 12-13 to serve as a Support  Missionary 
(formerly called Junior). All levels may be repeated regardless of age if deemed necessary by the 
director.  

Have the assurance of salvation based on the authority of the Word of God. 

Be a maturing Christian, demonstrating Christ-like conduct in daily life. 

Have a burden and vision to reach lost boys and girls. 

Be willing to make a commitment to work a minimum of four to six clubs. 

Attend the required pre-training, and CYIA™ training provided by Child Evangelism 
Fellowship® to prepare for teaching 5-Day Clubs. 

Be self-disciplined to study and prepare for each club. 

Have ability to communicate effectively on a child’s level. 

Have good rapport with children and adults. 

Work under the authority and supervision of the Club Coordinator and Child Evangelism 
Fellowship. 

Keep careful records and follow all directions given by Club Coordinator. 

Believe and sign the CEF Statement of Faith and Doctrinal Protection Policy.  

Be screened for the CEF Child Protection Policy. 

Approved by the state director to serve as a CEF missionary.
